Many members of our community may be aware of recent
developments regarding the Victorian Government Schools
Agreement (VGSA). An in-principle agreement for the
proposed VGSA 2026 was reached between the Victorian
Government and the Australian Education Union (AEU
Victorian Branch). This agreement was subsequently
presented to AEU members across Victoria, with the
majority voting not to endorse the proposal.

This is an unusual situation and means that the Victorian
Government and the AEU will return to negotiations to seek
a revised agreement that better addresses the concerns
raised through the consultation process. Should bargaining
become prolonged or negotiations stall, there is the
potential for protected industrial action in accordance with
the requirements of the Fair Work Act. The Fair Work
Commission may also assist through conciliation or
mediation to support the parties in reaching an agreement.
At this stage, there is no immediate impact on the
operation of our school, and existing employment
arrangements remain in place.

The conclusion of Semester 1 also brings our student
reporting process. Parents and carers will be able to
access their child's Semester 1 report through the
Compass Parent Portal. Reports provide a summary of
academic achievement, work habits and attendance.
Families who are unable to access reports through
Compass are encouraged to contact the school reception
to request a paper copy.

Our final week of Semester 1 has been a busy one.
Activities have included Year 12 practice examinations, the
Wimmera Southern Mallee Careers Expo at Longerenong
College for many of our Year 9 and Year 12 students, and
the Year 9 Chinese Camp in Melbourne. We concluded the
semester with our traditional whole-school Achievement
Recognition Assembly, celebrating the efforts, growth and
accomplishments of our students throughout the term.

As we head into the holiday break, | would like to thank our
students, staff, families and School Council members for
their ongoing support of Stawell Secondary College. | wish
everyone a safe, restful and enjoyable break and look
forward to the opportunities that Semester 2 will bring.

Year 8 Science:

8A students recently showcased their understanding of energy, work, and forces through
the design and construction of marble run projects. As a culmination of their learning,
students applied key concepts to demonstrate the transfer and transformation of energy
in action. They also participated in a practical investigation exploring the processes
involved in the rock cycle, highlighting how energy drives geological changes over time.
These hands-on activities provided students with valuable opportunities to connect
scientific theory with real-world applications

Year 12 Biolody:

As part of their School-assessed Coursework (SAC) in Unit 3, Year 12 Biology students

completed a series of practical investigations examining the effects of temperature,
substrate concentration, and pH on catalase activity in potato and liver tissues, as well as
the effects of light intensity and temperature on carbonic acid formation in Elodea.
Through experimental design, data collection, and analysis, students explored the factors
that influence enzyme function and biochemical processes. The findings from these
investigations were then used to develop a scientific poster for Unit 4, enabling students
to communicate and present their findings in a clear and scientifically rigorous format.

It can be hard, especially for
people who have never experienced it, to realise that these people have often done nothing wrong.

They might have lost track of a few bills, leaving them low on income for the week. They might have had
their fridge or freezer break down, ruining weeks of food in the process. They may be in-between jobs or
unable to work, Centrelink might have failed to process a payment for them, they might be caring for extra
members of their families, they might not have access to a car or transport to and from the supermarket,
they may live farther away from a supermarket. This list of reasons someone may be facing food insecurity is
endless and the bottom line is that many Australians aren't that far away from facing some form of food
insecurity.
